Eligibility Requirements

The Poway Rodeo Queen Pageant Committee, under the direction of Pro Rodeo Productions of Poway,

Inc., has the authority to make provisions and waive eligibility rules and/or regulation requirements.

Contestants shall agree to abide by all the rules and regulations set forth by Pro Rodeo Productions of

Poway, Inc. Failing to meet any of the eligibility requirements (without authorization from Pro Rodeo

Productions of Poway, Inc.) will disqualify a Contestant from the Poway Rodeo Queens competition.

1.

Contestants for the Poway Rodeo Queen title must be between the ages of 18 and 25 years of age
at the time of the pageant. Birth certificates may be required.

Contestants for the Poway Rodeo Jr. Queen title must be between the ages of 13 and 17 years of
age at the time of the pageant. Birth certificates may be required.

Contestants must reside within San Diego, Imperial or Riverside County limits for her ENITRE reign
(crowning to crowning) unless provisions have been made and accepted by the Executive Board of
Pro Rodeo Productions of Poway, Inc. Any contestant applying to colleges, schools or vocational
schools out of San Diego, Imperial or Riverside County is advised to inform pageant official prior to
entering the Poway Rodeo Queens Pageant.

Contestants who are married or have been married are not eligible.

Contestants must not have visible tattoos or face piercings with jewelry during the pageant or
during reign.

Contestants who have given birth or are pregnant at any time during pageant or reign are not
eligible for a Poway Rodeo Queen title.

Contestants under the age of 18 are encouraged to have a parent or guardian in attendance at
meetings and practices.

Contestants and parents/guardians must execute ALL consents and waivers of liability on or before
the first pageant meeting.

All Contestants are expected to display the highest degree of sportsmanship. Un-sportsmanlike
conduct will not be tolerated and may result in disqualification.

General Information

Entry Fees - All contestants will be required to provide a $200 entry fee along with their

application.

Additional Fees- In addition to the entry fee, contestants are required to provide $400 in either pre-
pageant raffle ticket sales (Disneyland One Day One Park (4) pack), personal sponsorships, or
pageant program advertising.



e Pageant Program —The pageant program will contain a photo and a biography of each Contestant.
A Contestant may purchase advertising space to thank their sponsors and supporters.

e Pre-Pageant Raffle Tickets- The Poway Rodeo Queens Pageant will be providing Disneyland One
Day One Park (4) pack prize to one winner announced at the pageant.

e Pageant Day Ticket Sales — Each Contestantis required to sell 10 tickets to the stage portion of
the pageant. Tickets are $10 each. Each Contestant will be given 2 tickets for theirimmediate
family.

e Study Guide - A study guide flash drive will be provided to each Contestant who has turned in an
application and paid their entry fee. If a contestant loses their flash drive prior to uploading the
study guide, a $50 fee will be assessed to provide another study guide flash drive.

e Photographs — Each Contestant is required to pay a $30 studio sitting fee to have their headshot
taken. The headshot will be printed in the pageant program and an 8” x 10” photo will be displayed
at the pageant for judges to determine photogenic award winner. We will also sell tickets at the
pageant to vote for “fan favorite”. This category does not count towards pageant scores.
